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FERPA .... What you need to know

The same laws that give parents and students
access to and control over a child’s educational
records during elementary and high school trans-
fer ownership of the records to the student at the
college level.

According to FERPA (Family Educational Rights
and Privacy Act, also known as the Buckley
Amendment), college students are considered
responsible adults and are allowed to determine
who will receive information about t hem. Under
this law, parents who want to receive a copy of
their student’s academic or financial records can
do so if their student signs a release form.
FERPA, along with the State of Minnesota Data
Privacy Act, forms the backdrop for the Northwest
Technical College Policy 2130-1-01.

Are there release forms that would give me
access to grades and financial information?

Yes, we have a form your child may sign to grant you
access to this type of information. They were sup-
plied this form at orientation. If they did not fill one
out, they may stop in the financial aid office and com-
plete it now.

If ’'m paying for my child’s education, why
can’t I get a copy of his records?

FERPA requires that access to a college student’s
records must be granted by approval of the student.
Parent can, however, can receive information about
their student’s records if the student agrees to provide
access.
